He
was finally stationed in Germany, June of 1968. He was assigned to play
guitar for Special Services. On September 6, 1967 his daughter Penny Lane
McKinney was born (died September 28, 2019).

Floyd received several letters and certificates of appreciation from his
commanding officers for volunteering his time and talent to make Christmas a
happier occasion for the Women's Army Corps Detachment.

Floyd Matthews started the first Rockin for Stockin Stuffers in Tallahassee and
continued for 13 years. He organized local bands to come together and put on
a show and charged the admission of unwrapped Toys for Tots. Many local
businesses and the community of Tallahassee came together to donate door



prizes, food and help with the event.

Floyd played with many local bands throughout the years, Thunder Road,
Road House, Lick my Frog, Angry Bullet Band, Swingin Harpoon, Allie Cats
just to name of few.
